Type-ahead, also known as auto-complete, is familiar to most people who use any kind of search engine.

Type-ahead works like this: As you begin typing your query, the system essentially starts taking educated

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Section 6.  Using Advanced Search

How Advanced Search works

The Advanced Search feature of Statistical Insight is built on the principles of proximity search. Proximity
searching is based on what may seem to be an intuitive linguistic assumption: That two terms that are
close to each other are likely to be related, and that the closer they are, the stronger the relationship.
Proximity searching uses this assumption to constrain the number of results it returns and the quality of
those results, by retrieving and ranking the documents returned in a query based on how close together
the terms in the query are.

Advanced Search is most useful if you have a strongly focused idea of the kinds of documents you need.
The Advanced Search feature further improves the accuracy of your results by offering you the option to
constrain your search to not only the proximity of their terms, but to their locations as well.

More about Advanced Search
Proximity constraints are

1 Within three words Two or three terms must be within three words of each other, in any order
9 Within 10 words Two or three terms must be within 10 words of each other in any order
1 Within the same paragraphThe terms must be in the same paragraph, in any order.

Location constraints are;

1 All fields except full text Searches all fields, except tables and PDFs. Used in conjunction with
proximity search.

1 All fields including full text Searches all fields including tables and PDFs. Used in conjunction
with proximity search.

1 Document Title The term must appear in the title of the document. Used in conjunction with
proximity search.

9 TableTitle: Opens an option for you to select all tables associated with a search result, or tables
that match your search.

1 Source/PublisherAny document found by your query must have come from the specified
source or publisher. Used in conjunction with a specialized dictionary.

1 Document numberSearches both the accession number and the SuDoc number. (SuDoc, which
stands for Superintendent of Documents, is a classification number assigned to federal
documents by the Government Printing Office). Used in conjunction with proximity search.
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1 Subject/Index Terms Enables you to type a keyword and then click Findto browse through a
specialized thesaurus to find subject and index terms that are most relevant to the information
you are looking for.

With Advanced Search, you can build three kinds of queries:

1 A proximity query

1 Aquery not related to proximity or document number

1 A query with criteria that is more complex and specific than you could have easily constructed
with a basic search.

Both are discussed in the following sections.

Proximity queries
To build a proximity query:

1. From the first field on the left, pick the locations you want to search. Location constraints were
discussed in the previous section.
2. From the second field, set the proximity of the first two terms you will enter. In the third field,
enter your first search term.
3. Drop down to the next line. The first field specifies the Boolean operators. You learned about
these previously in this guidebook, but it bears repeating here.
9 Using AND requires that all terms in the query be present, and that they fall within the
proximity constraints specified.
9 Using OR requires that either term used in the query be present, and that they fall within
the proximity constraints specified.
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4. Inthe next field, type the word you want the first word to be near (or not.)

5. If you want to include a third term operator, and proximity in your query, drop down to next line
and supply these.

6. Click the Gobutton.

Querying for the title of a document or table
These are the most straightforward of queries of this type.

To write one of these;

1. Set the location criteria to one of these types. You can specify just one word, or up to three
words.

2. To use more than one term to include in your title, drop down to the second line, choose AND,
the location you chose for the first term, and the second term. If necessary, repeat this process
for a third term.

3. Click the Gobutton.

Querying for an exact title you know the exact title of your document:
In the third box on the first row, type the name of the document and put double quotes around it. (This
type of query is also possible in Basic Search.)

Querying for subject/index terms or source/publisher
These two queries are similar in that they both employ specific dictionaries.

To write these queries:

1. Select either of these location criteria

2. Click the button separating the location field and the last field on the row. This opens the
dictionary for that location.

3. Use the alphabetic links at the top to navigate to your term, and then scroll down to find it.

4. Once you find it, click on it to populate the last field.

Writing complex queries
Queries built with Advanced Search can become quite complex and specific.
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You may search for words within the title of a document, for example, and also specify that certain
words appear in the document, and their proximity to each other. Likewise, you could specify the
document number and proximity criteria.
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Section 7.  Refining search results

Refining your search adds precision to your list of results. Filters are the best way to narrow the scope of
your search.

Filters are available on the left side of your screen and come in two basic configurations. The first are
sliders to further specify dates relevant to your research: Date Published and Date Covered.

The second way to filter is to use the data breakdowns at the bottom of the filter box. You can apply
any number of filters to achieve the strictest criteria you need. Every filter you apply will be listed under
Applied Filters.

To actually see the data available to us in the format we requested, we need to scroll through the list of
spreadsheets included in the publication. In fact, there are many tables that have nothing at all to do
with mental iliness, such as a variety of birth and death demographics, and even demographic
breakdowns about how many adults eat their vegetables and get vigorous exercise.

As we scroll through, however, we also find spreadsheets covering suicides, alcohol-induced deaths,
psychiatric hospitals, mental health centers, adults with serious psychological distress, and others.

There are two controls for date ranges:

9 Date Publishedestricts your search to include only the publications that were released during
the time you specify.

91 Date Coveredestricts your search to include only the publications with data that apply to the
range you specify.

Both date filters work the same way:
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1. Click the link for either of the data filters.

This opens a slider with controls on either end, one for moving the earlier date forward and one for
moving the latter day backward.

2. Click and drag either control and click OK Notice how the number of records in your search
results has gotten smaller and that the date range you specified appears is listed as an applied
filter.

3. For example, the Date Published filter in Figure11shows a data range of 1974-2006. To exclude
results that pre-date 1980, click and drag the left control (the square) until the range is
displayed as 1980-2006. Now, to exclude everything after 1990, drag the right control until the
range is displayed as 1980-1990.

Notice also that the categories of filters are arranged in a folder structure similar to what you would find
in applications like Microsoft Windows Explorer. Each category (Geography, Publisher, Demographics,
File Format, and Subject) has a control next to it for expanding sub-items, and each sub-category can
also be expanded.

The number in parenthesis next to each filter indicates how many records would be returned if that
filter were employed.

To add filters to your search

1. Expand a category by clicking on it, and if necessary, expand the sub-category.
2. Click on the filter to narrow your search to the criteria it specifies.

After conducting a successful search, you may want to print, e-mail or export your results. Tagging
citations enables you to choose the most valuable search hits and select one or more records to print,
email or export.

Do this by clicking on the check box next to specific citations on the Document List and the select the
desired action from the dropdown list in top center of your screen.

Printing

Statistical Insight can provide a clean hard copy of the documents you choose suitable for printing. To
use this feature, tag one or more documents in the Document List and select one of the Print options --
citation, preview abstract or full abstract -- from Batch Output dropdown list in the top right corner of
your screen. This method works for printing one or more results, but you can also print a single abstract
from the result itself. To do that, click on the Abstract icon and then the printer icon.

You can also print from within an abstract or PDF.
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Exporting to citation management so ftware
Statistical Insight is compatible with two citation management applications, RefWorks and EndNote.

To export to RefWorks or to the local or web versions of EndNote, tag one or more Citations in your

Document List and select your citation manager from the Batch Output dropdown list. To use either of

which you fill out the email address, subject line and any comments. Links to any citations you selected

are also attached. The recipient will be able to view the abstract for the citation, but he or she will have

to be able to log in to Statistical Insight to be able view the full text.
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
